I’m pleased to provide an update on the exciting progress and offerings of our growing library services, 
which continue to demonstrate strong community engagement and significant development. 
 
Library Card Registrations 
To date, 500 Anna residents have registered for library cards—an encouraging sign of community 
enthusiasm and support for the Anna Community Library. 
 
Physical Collection 
Our physical material collection is actively being built and currently includes over 5,000 items already 
cataloged in our online system and waiting for delivery. This collection grows daily, supporting our goal of 
creating a well-rounded and accessible resource for residents of all ages.

• Access Video On Demand – Master Collection: Unlimited streaming of educational and cultural 
content, documentaries, how-to videos, and more. 

• World Cinema Collection: Over 1,000 international films, providing global storytelling and cultural 
enrichment.
